· Abstracts length: 250-300 words

· Paper Size: A4 (210mm x 297mm) 

· Images/Figures: none permitted

· References: none permitted 

· Indicate the corresponding and/or presenting author 
· Indicate which session you would like to submit your abstract for – the committee will note your preference but cannot guarantee your preferred choice
· Indicate your preference for oral or poster presentation - the committee will note your preference but cannot guarantee your preferred choice 

· Select whether the work is student work or not. To be defined as student work the oral/poster should be presented by the student and contain predominantly the student’s own work.

· Submit the title in lower case with only the first letter Capitalised

Authors will receive confirmation of their submission by e-mail which will include an abstract reference number. Please quote your reference number when making subsequent enquiries. 
Abstract amendments
Authors are kindly asked not to submit multiple versions of the same abstract. Duplicate submissions and multiple versions cause considerable extra administrative work for the proceedings editors. Your cooperation is much appreciated, thank you.
